Sleep is your body’s way of restoring 
organ function, stabilizing chemical 
imbalances, refreshing areas of the 

brain that control mood and behavior 
and improving your overall physi-
cal performance. During the day, 

your brain is too occupied to pro-
cess everything, so it uses sleep as a 
chance to replenish spent nutrients, 

repair its circuitry and process the 
experiences that you had during the 

day. Failing to get a good night's sleep 
can leave you feeling mentally blurry 

and irritable — serious problems in 
and of themselves — but it can also 

disturb your appetite regulation, 
contributing to weight gain and, ulti-
mately, the problems associated with 

obesity. Sleeplessness has also been 
linked to heart disease, increased 

inflammation (which can lead to can-
cer) and a 50 percent increase in your 

risk of viral infection.

Here are some Habits of 
Healthy Sleep to give you a 
model to incorporate into your 
own life:

1.  Abandon the snooze button. Wake 
up right away and get into bright 
sunlight. If the sun isn’t up yet, turn 
on your lights.

2.  Coffee can be a part of a healthy 
morning routine as long as you don’t 
have it with sugar, which can over 
stimulate your body too early. Avoid 
having coffee or any other kind of caf-
feine, after noon.

3.  Set aside some time to exercise. 
Exercising later in the day is fine as 
long as you do it before 6 pm to avoid 
feeling restless when you close your 
eyes to sleep.

4.  Do your best to avoid long naps. If 
you need a boost, take a five-minute 
power nap instead.

5. When you leave work, wind down 
in preparation for your bedtime. 
Avoid checking email or checking 
your messages from work. Relax. 
Enjoy a hobby or spend time with 
your family.

6.  Set your bedtime and stick to it -- 
counting back seven hours from when 
you need to wake up to determine the 

ideal start to your sleep latency period or falling-
asleep time.

With all the attention on saving for retirement, it’s 
easy to overlook another important activity: creat-
ing a plan to pay yourself in retirement.

Although you may have your property insured, you can mitigate 
your property damage, escape bodily injury and, possibly, the loss 
of life just by having a preparedness plan established for all of the 
environmental perils inherent to Florida.

Tornado “Watch” and “Warning” announcements are typically 
made within hours of a touch-down, but a tornado can also be 
unpredictable and occur without notice, therefore, always be 
vigilant of your local weather. New Smyrna Beach experienced a 
devastating tornado that went through the middle of the towers 
and demolished condo unit property, resulting in displaced resi-
dents and major clean-up/repair efforts. Conversely, hurricanes 
typically provide several days to track, review, and implement 
your preparedness plan. But they are unpredictable, as well, 
so don’t be fooled, as they can change course and move in your 
direction as we have seen many times.

Category 1: Sustained Winds   74-95 mph
Category 2: Sustained Winds   96-110 mph
Category 3: Sustained Winds   111-129 mph
Category 4: Sustained Winds   130-156 mph
Category 5: Sustained Winds   Greater than 156 mph

LDL Cholesterol
LDL (low-density lipoprotein) cholesterol is also 
known as “bad cholesterol.” It contributes to 
plaque, which can clog arteries and increase the 
risk of coronary artery disease. A diet high in 
saturated fat, trans fat and hydrogenated oil raises 
LDL cholesterol.

Saturated fat is found in dairy products, such as 
milk, cheese and cream.  It is also found in animal 
products, such as eggs and red meat.  

Trans fat is usually found in processed foods and fried foods. 
This is the worst type of fat and intake is strongly discouraged.  
It not only increases your LDL, but it lowers your HDL (high-
density lipoprotein).  Research from the Harvard School of Public 
Health and elsewhere indicates, “trans fats can harm health in 
even small amounts: for every 2% of calories from trans fat con-
sumed daily, the risk of heart disease rises by 23%.” All nutrition 
labels are now required to list the trans fat content. On food label 
ingredient lists, this manufactured substance is typically listed as 
“partially hydrogenated oil.”

HDL Cholesterol
HDL cholesterol is also known as “good cholesterol.” Fats that 
raise HDL can be found in olive oil, avocados, flaxseed, walnuts, 
salmon, mackerel and sardines. Over-the-counter supplementa-
tion is also available and are most commonly labeled fish oil or 
flaxseed oil.

Triglycerides
Triglycerides are a type of fat and they’re used to store excess 
energy from a person’s diet. Our bodies convert excess carbo-
hydrates that are consumed but not used as energy into triglyc-
erides. The triglycerides are stored in your fat cells. If someone 
regularly consumes more calories than they burn, then this may 
lead to high triglyceride levels. A high carbohydrate diet and 
excessive alcohol consumption can lead to elevated triglycer-
ides.  Elevated triglycerides can be associated with liver disease, 
inflammation of the pancreas and other health problems.

•	 Loose extra weight if needed
•	 Check your family history

e x p o s u r e
Before engaging in outdoor physical activities, children should 
drink freely and should not feel thirsty. Water alone is fine for ac-
tivities that are less than an hour in duration. Kids should always 
have water or a sports drink available and take a break to hydrate 
every 20 minutes while active in the heat.

Clothing should be light-colored, lightweight, and limited to one 
layer of wicking material to facilitate the evaporation of sweat. 
Sweat-saturated shirts should be replaced by dry clothing.

Practices and games played in the heat should be shortened and 
there should be more frequent water/hydration breaks. Children 
should promptly move to cooler environments if they feel dizzy, 
lightheaded or nauseated.
  
The AAP has two recommendations to prevent sunburn: (1) avoid 
sun exposure and (2) dress infants in long pants and long-sleeved 
shirts that are lightweight, in addition to brimmed hats that 
shade the neck. However, when adequate clothing and shade are 
not available, parents can apply a minimal amount of sunscreen 
with at least 15 SPF (sun protection factor) to small areas, such 
as the infant's face and the back of the hands.
  
If an infant gets sunburn, apply cool compresses to the affected area.
  
On both sunny and cloudy days, use a sunscreen with an SPF 15 
or greater that protects against UVA and UVB rays.
  
Be sure to apply enough sunscreen and reapply it every two 
hours or after swimming or sweating.  
  
Use extra caution near water and sand, as you can sunburn more easily.
